a)     General Election (Item 5a from 29/04/10
Paul thought one outcome of the election – that Kenneth Clark had been appointed Justice Secretary in preference to Dominic Grieve (now Attorney General) – was regrettable.
The campaign had received responses from Ben (The Liberal Party), Denny de la Haye (an Independent candidate), Dave Raval (The Lib Dems), and Polly Lane (The Green Party) showing support for Sam’s case to be referred to the Court of Appeal and to press for Ministry of Justice cuts to the CCRC to be reversed.   Meg Hillier, the sitting Labour MP, had written to Wendy and other constituents offering to write to the CCRC but making no mention of the cuts imposed upon them;  the meeting thought it rather discourteous of her not to respond to the campaign itself.

6.     Future Campaign Events   
a)     Hackney Unites conference on 5th June (Item 6a from 29/04/10)

Paul confirmed that we have a stall at this event being held at Stoke Newington School, Clissold Road, N16 9EX from 10 am until 5 pm.   Pat had arranged for new badges to be made and will let Jane know when payment is due.   Paul has ordered some more booklets on Sam’s case and we still have Smiffy’s CDs and Susie’s flyers and postcards.   Wendy has collected 70 black and 30 white T shirts from Matt’s contact.   Marge said she could provide a plain white sheet to cover a table around which Sam’s banner could be fixed.   Jane said stallholders will have access from 8.30 am and she could arrange to collect Wendy et al at around that time.  Jackie is away but the majority of the meeting said they would be able to attend. Tom thought we might need to plan future activities based on different outcomes.  Paul agreed, saying that there were basically two predictable outcomes. One was that the CCRC would refer Sam’s case to the Court of Appeal which we might have less than 24 hours advance notice.   The other was that they would turn his case down in which eventuality they would have to issue notice, disclosing all material on which they base their rejection, and allowing a minimum of 28 days for us to make a reasoned submission.
