i)     Light Projection – Court of Appeal 
Paul said he hadn’t progressed the light projection idea beyond thinking it might be linked to February, the third anniversary of when we submitted the new evidence to the CCRC.  Tom said he wasn’t against the light projection but wondered whether, in terms of engaging younger people – of Sam’s generation – it might be better to involve them in making something or doing something and getting them to be at an event with a prop they had made.   Examples of possible props suggested were “the key to a cell” or a cage.  Tom said things could be made from materials like poles and paper and they would feel a stronger commitment to the activity if they’d actually made something themselves.  He suggested that, in terms of ideas, we need to think of three to correspond with the possible outcomes of the review process being conducted by the CCRC.
