6.     Reports Back     
Our Goal is Justice: Saturday 29th August.   Jane said that the football tournament was a real success though she now realised why refereeing is not a popular activity.   There had not only been enough teams for matches to run from 1 pm to 5 pm but there were a great many enthusiastic followers.   Special thanks were due to Tom for suggesting the event and for his heroic efforts as referee.
