5.     Someone to Blame Theatre Project (Item 5 from 24/11/11)
David said that the play has now been fully cast and rehearsals will start in about two and a half weeks’ time.  Tess has the latest draft and is in talks with Oberon about publishing the text.  Dominic said marketing material has been distributed in Islington this week and provided some posters and flyers for distribution around Hoxton.  Paul said he would like to do a mail out to April and other contacts like the Trades Council. The idea was to use the 10 limited edition prints of Patrick’s “Barcode” as the basis of an exhibition with some of his other work as a backdrop to draw attention to Sam’s case and to raise funds for the theatre.  Matt (Hilbert), who had introduced Patrick to Kip, was not present today and Paul will speak separately with him about the auction of the prints.  Pat said that people who rent the gallery space at The Lion and Lamb must have contacts and she will give Jane the landlord’s contact details so that this can be pursued.  David thought The Courtyard Theatre in Pitfield Street might have a gallery and Adam wondered whether the Almeida might have space.  The Tricycle was also suggested but was likely to be booked up well in advance.
