1.     Minutes of Last Meeting
The minutes of the last meeting were agreed.  
2.    Visits to Sam’s Prison 
The Hackney Citizen had published an informative article about the public meeting held on 8th October which included Sam’s new address and reflected the campaign’s wish that people send him letters and cards of support.   Wendy said she would be visiting him soon.
3.     CCRC Update (Standing Item)
A caseworker, now allocated by the CCRC, had written to Paul and Sam.  Paul had subsequently had a telephone conversation with the caseworker discussing the plus and minus points of the investigation.   Paul feels confident that the caseworker has the right approach and that getting a good caseworker is a positive move forward for the campaign.  Following his investigation the caseworker completes a report with recommendations which goes to a panel of Commissioners. If the Commission are “minded to refuse” Sam’s application, they obliged to disclose the material on which they are likely to base their decision in order to allow for representations to made on Sam’s behalf prior to their final decision.

Jane said that at the last meeting the Treasurer’s Trust account stood at £1937.59.  On 26/09 £226.78 was paid out for the 1000 “Justice for Sam” badges leaving £1710.81.  On 08/10 the public meeting collection raised £586.20 restoring the account to £2297.01 but the hire of the PA system cost £111.63 leaving the current account at £2185.38.
