5.     Someone to Blame Theatre Project (Item 5 from 26/08/10)
David said the read through with the actors had gone well but the play was still too long.   The process had been informative with constructive criticism from enthusiastic and focussed actors.   He had also had a meeting with Theatre 503 in Battersea – a theatre which specialises in new writing– who could give development space for a week.   If that took place a reading could be done at the end of that week but, as he was going into rehearsals in three weeks time for another play, he thought it would be realistic to aim for another reading in December.   If that couldn’t be achieved he recommended January which is a quiet time for many theatres.   It was agreed that we should aim for a reading event for one day in December or January and that the next step would be for Jane to send a draft script to Ray. Tess said she would have some time in the next two to three weeks to restructure the script so that it might be ready to send to Ray even though it hadn’t been through another workshop process.

6.     Future Campaign Events (item 6 from 26/08/10)  

The meeting agreed with Calum and Sophie that it was important to communicate with young people about Sam’s case – people of his generation – particularly since the majority of this meeting was composed of “the older generation”.   Jane will 

arrange for them to receive the newsletter and liaise on any ideas they have for future events, supplying posters, booklets, flyers etc as necessary.   The overriding consideration to bear in mind was “will this event help or hinder” Sam’s case?  Jackie agreed to ask Joe to get in touch with Shaun to update the Facebook site.
Tom suggested we give some thought to an event in January – possibly a light projection on the Court of Appeal - and agreed to work on this idea with fellow law students from City University.   Paul said he was aware that the crew who did the floodlight event in Hoxton this time last year were still around but because the Court of Appeal is floodlit from the front a light projection would not work there but might on the Carey Street side of the building. Paul agreed to draw up a briefing on the law aspects of Sam’s case which had not yet been focussed upon. He and Tom will discuss this further.
